Shaping A Community’s Identity:
An Acadian, Inuit, Prairie Web Quest

· What is daily life like in Inuit, Acadian and prairie communities (e.g. recreation, school)? (CC, I, LPP)

2.1.3 investigate the cultural and linguistic characteristics of an Inuit, Acadian and a prairie community in Canada by exploring and reflecting upon the following questions for inquiry:

· What are the cultural characteristics of the communities (e.g., special symbols, landmarks, languages spoken shared stories or traditions, monuments, schools, churches)? (CC, LPP,TCC)

· What are the traditions and celebrations in the communities that connect the people to the

Past and to each other? (CC, LPP, TCC)

· How are the communities strengthened by their stories, traditions and events of the past?

(CC, TCC)

· What are the linguistic roots and practices in the communities? (CC)

· How do these communities connect with one another (e.g., cultural exchanges, languages,

traditions, music)? (CC)

In this Web quest, students will investigate websites about
Inuit people:

· a day in the life of an Inuit child, 
· the weather channel link to Iqualuit, and 
· an adventure to Kitagaaryuk, 
The Prairies: 
· the weather channel link to Saskatoon, 
· Prairie nature hikes, and 
· a visit to Batoche 
and Acadia:

· the weather channel link to Meteghan, Nova Scotia, 
· a visit to Meteghan and 
· a picture study of various Acadian pictures.

It would be beneficial to introduce the Web quest through the use of a Smart Board so that students can learn how to navigate through the websites and discuss how information can be gathered from the pictures and text on the pages.  These websites were chosen for this Web quest due to their use of visual information rather then textual information.  A lesson on note taking and identifying key words in texts and captions would be beneficial.

Students can work individually or in pairs to gather information from the Web quest and record their data onto their data banks.  Students can represent their understanding through either words or pictures they see through the various websites.

Students record observations on their databank identifying the geography, climate, architecture, transportation, tools, clothing, and customs/traditions identified on the various websites.  After students have recorded the data, they will compare and contrast the three communities through the use of a 3 circle Venn diagram found at the end of the Web quest page.   Students should enter the labels for the three circles and then create a list.  Students will enter the information they collected on their databank under each respective title:  Acadian, Inuit, and Prairie.  After the lists are complete, students can drag the items onto the correct space on the Venn diagram.  Again, this part of the lesson could be completed as a large group activity on a Smart Board in order to demonstrate to the students what they will be expected to do. could be completed as a large group activity on a Smart Board in order to demonstrate to the students what they will be expected to do.
